Status of Subscription Programs, Junior and Senior Ice
Gary contacted Susi Wehrli again for additional clarification of USFS rules regarding the club ice.  He specifically asked the question: “Does a Club have to provide ice time for all club members who want to skate?”  Her response was:
Hi Gary- 
Hopefully we will be clarifying that rule in our rulebook to reflect 
exactly what it is means in today's industry. 
What we want is the facility usage form from our clubs stating that a 
club has a business agreement with a facility for designated ice time- 
this can be annual shows, competitions, ice time or test sessions. It 
does not need to be weekly or even monthly. It just means that your club 
has a relationship with the facility and a business arrangement of some 
sort to make that your 'home rink'.

After much discussion the board adopted the following guidelines for our club ice:

1. Skaters must be a full USFS member to skate on our ice.  
2. Skaters will be allowed 2 “trial” walk-ons before they must become a full USFS member.

3.  Skating levels which are eligible to skate on Junior ice will be as follows:

· Skaters in levels FS 2 and above are eligible to skate with no restrictions

· Skaters in levels Basic 8 – FS 1 must be in a lesson with a coach at all times.  

· Club ice is currently not available to skaters below Basic 8 due to safety concerns.

4. The board will publicize these guidelines with the coaching staff so they are aware of them and can talk about the club guidelines with their students if they are interested in skating on Junior club ice.

5. We will prorate subscription fees at the beginning of each semester for a skater who notifies us of a planned absence(s) at the time that the subscription begins (ie: out of town on a particular weekend).  Once they have joined for a particular number of weeks, however, any ice fees for any absences will not be reimbursed.
