Treasurers Reports – summary of where we stand beginning 2010
Senior Club -- $4,141.91
Senior club used membership money plus all subscription money to pay for Monday night ice, and still will be short $60 for the fall session.

Junior Club -- $6,942.49
November  ice bill has not yet been paid, so this will reduce balance considerably.  Holiday Show:  All numbers are not yet finalized, but estimates on the Holiday show indicate we will have a profit of approximately $150.00

Concession Stand Work:  We have not yet received any funds from Penn State for our concession stand work, but we are anticipating income of approximately $1,550.00 for work to date.
Subway sales:  Profit so far this year have been $564.00
Football raffle:  Profit from the football raffle was $507.00.  This includes

paying for the printing of the tickets which Tom Cali had agreed to subsidize.

Cathy will contact Sherri to get the receipt and then contact Tom to arrange payment.
Clothing order:  We sold $589 worth of clothing on this first order.  Profit will be under $100. Delivery of new logo apparel set for December 22nd.   We will give several options for picking orders up at the rink,  or we can deliver if necessary.
