John Kalbach moved and Shirley Allan seconded that the minutes from September 10th be approved.  
Treasurers Reports
Membership: 51 with 2 more pending

a) Senior Club:  $6,669.31 – ice subscriptions: 14 with 1 pending

b) Junior Club:  $2,661.03 
Status of Subscription Programs, Junior and Senior Ice
The board approved the Junior Club Subscription program.  Junior club ice will be held from 3:15-5:15 PM on the following Sundays in the fall 08 semester:  

October 12, 19, 26

November 2, 9, 16, 23

December 14

Three different subscription levels are available (calculated on $10/hour):
1 hr 15 min: $100 (this works out to $12.50/session)
1 hr 30 min: $120 ($15.00/session) 

2 hours $160 ($20.00/session)

All subscriptions can be paid in one lump sum or in 2 installments.  

Any USFS member can walk on to Junior club ice at the following rates (calculated on $12.50/hour):

1 hr 15 min: $15.00/session

1 hr 30 min: $17.50/session

2 hours: $22.50/session
Cathy will send out an email as soon as possible to publicize the subscription program.  

To encourage young skaters and build interest in the club, USFS Basic Skills members will be able to walk on to Junior club ice if they (parents) sign the USFS waiver.  In addition:

Skaters in levels FS 2 and above will need a coach’s recommendation.  

Skaters in levels Basic 8 – FS 1 will need a coach’s recommendation and the skater must be in a lesson with a coach at all times.  
Club ice is currently not available to skaters below Basic 8 due to safety concerns.
Ice time costs can be prorated for Basic Skills members in 15 minute increments if necessary based on the walk on fee of $12.50.
Coaches Certification
The board discussed the question about allowing young coaches to teach on club ice before they receive a “green light” from USFS, and decided on the following process:

Coaches under 18 (who are not eligible for USFS certification) will be allowed to coach private lessons on club ice if they are members of the Penn State Ice Rink pro staff and are covered by coach’s liability insurance.  (Penn State Pro Staff members are currently fully covered by USFS special liability insurance paid by the ice rink.)

Coaches 18 and over must have applied for USFS certification and must be covered by coach’s liability insurance.  If they have completed the application process but are waiting for the USFS “green light”, they will be able to coach in the interim until their certification is received from USFS.

New items

Sharon Fong has volunteered to coordinate publicity for the Holiday Ice Show this year and we may have another parent who is interested in helping.  Sharon expressed interest in changing the name of the show to Holiday Celebration on Ice.  Brent will help with publicity and is considering purchasing a Channel 4 banner at a cost of $15/day.  Entry fees and ticket prices will remain the same as last year.  

As a service to our members, the club would like to publicize skating-related activities using our list serve.  Gary will approach Amy to get a list of special rink classes or groups such as theatre on ice, off ice conditioning, special classes, etc.  This publicity will also be available to other club members for items related to figure skating.
There is interest at the rink in forming 2 different Theatre on Ice groups this year; one Introductory level group and one higher level group.  USFS requires that the club provide an oversight committee for Theatre on Ice. The club has also been approached to sponsor one or both teams ($25/team) as a way to grow the club.  We will check into USFS regulations to see what other club requirements may be involved.
