Gary Mitchell introduced the Board and Committee members, reviewed demographic information and Senior and Junior club financial reports.  He highlighted that approximately ½ of the cost for Junior club ice was covered by fundraising during the previous fiscal year. 
Sherri Klaus reported that income from the Holiday Ice Review was down last year due to bad weather.  Subway coupons were a new addition to fundraising this year.  Total fundraising during the Ice Show was approximately $1,900.  She also reminded members that since the club is a tax exempt 501-C 3 organization, any donations to the club are tax deductible.

Ice costs for this fiscal year will remain at $190/hour, however, ice costs will be increasing to $200/hour in the foreseeable future.  

Gary reviewed the possible options for rink renovations.  There are several options under consideration.  

1. A new double sheet rink could be built in an outlying area of the campus.  This would be the most expensive option and would require a large amount of funding.

2. An additional sheet could be added to the current rink, and then the current rink would be renovated. 

3. The existing rink would be renovated without adding an additional ice sheet. This would require shutting down the current rink for 6-9 months.  Possible schedule would start after spring break and continue throughout the summer until the following fall.  
No decision has been made by rink management.  Gary will stay in touch with rink management and keep the club updated as more information becomes available.

Gary discussed the current plan for the Junior subscription program.  The club is looking to purchase 2 hours of ice each Sunday.  Costs would be kept at the same price as the rink freestyle sessions.  A suggested schedule is 45 minutes of FS – 30 minutes of MIF – 45 minutes of FS.  Members could buy 1 hour 15 minutes for $12.50 or the full 2 hours for $20.  Coaches would be encouraged to schedule MIF lessons during the MIF time, but could teach FS lessons during that time.  Members not in a lesson would need to do MIF or Dance only during the MIF time.  

The club will need to sign the contract for the ice time by August 15.  

Fundraising for the upcoming year will include:

1. Raffle for Michigan football tickets.  $5 for a chance to win 2 Michigan homecoming tickets.  Sherri is still working on getting the small games of chance license from the county offices.  Additional paperwork is required because of the name change from Penn Skates.
2. Subway coupons:  The club pays $2 per coupon and can sell them for $3 for a 6 inch sub.
3. Concession stands:  Groups can get 25% of the gross for running concession stands at various Penn State athletic events.  Board members also worked the concession stand for the middle school track championships this year.

4. Holiday Ice Revue:  Looking for someone to chair the committee so that advertising, etc. can be more coordinated.

Other suggestions included:


5. SCASD after school skating program:  This would be similar to the skiing program run by Tussey Mountain. Transportation would be provided by the school district.  Issues include whether or not ice would be available, and what insurance implications would be involved.  
6. Investigate possible interest with scouting organizations

7. Possible ice use during home football games for church groups or other organizations.  Issue is parking.

8. We discussed ideas to differentiate club sessions from rink freestyle sessions to encourage people to join the club and increase club visibility.  Suggestions included: 

a. Videotaping skaters during club ice time.  
b. Monthly themes for club sessions (aloha day,  pajama day, etc.), possibly organized by some of the Senior High skaters.  

Marilynne Stout moved to adjourn and John Kalbach seconded the motion.  Meeting adjourned.
