Shirley Allan moved and John Kalbach seconded to approve minutes from January 21st.

Treasurers Reports
Total membership – 60 
Senior Club -- $5,675.81.  Debit card was used for the first time and worked well.  There are 10 subscribers for Senior club ice.  15 are needed to break even for ice expenses.
Junior Club -- $4,518.93.  Used skate sale numbers are not finalized due to a couple of pending sales, so no commission checks have been written yet.  Five members are using the 50/50 payment plan and are scheduled to pay their remaining balance by March 1.
Report on Fundraising

Subway coupons – 45 coupons have been sold since the last meeting.
Concession Stand Opportunities -- We have another opportunity to work a stand at Rec Hall on February 22 from 7 AM to 7 PM.  Gary will get more details ASAP.  We have not yet received the checks from the 2 most recent concession stands.
Licensing for logo – Gary contacted the group again, but the person he needs to talk to was out of town.

Test Session – May 2

Progress in organization of Test Session for May 2 – Caroline will be talking to Chris about the ice cost to see if we will get a rate similar to last year.  Nine skaters are currently signed up, but others may be interested. We will publicize the test session to our members via the listserv and website once the application is finalized
Johnstown FSC has expressed interest in bringing some students to the test.  
Penn State Student Figure Skating Club has expressed interest in working with us on this test session, in the hope that we would work with them on a possible test session in the fall.  Shirley reported that USFS doesn’t have a process to enable more than one club to sponsor a test session.  One club must be responsible for all the details and reporting results back to USFS.  We discussed other ways to work together such as each club providing volunteers, including both club names on signage, etc.  Gary will contact a representative from the Student club to come to our next meeting to discuss.
Status of Subscription Programs, Junior and Senior Ice
We discussed reinstituting “the program belt” for practice of routines during Junior Ice.  We will need to develop rules for how this would be used and distribute to everyone if we are going to start doing this. Cathy will look up old Penn Skates information on how this was implemented there.
